Location:  Bluffton, Indiana

Bluffton is located approximately 15 miles east of Interstate 69 in Wells County.  The Lancaster Elementary School is located north of Bluffton.

From the north:

You may exit Interstate 69 at Markle and travel east (left) on St. Rd. 224 to St. Rd. 1.  Go south (right) on St. Rd. 1 three miles to Co. Rd. 300 N. (Jackson St.).  Turn east (left) and continue one-fourth mile.  Lancaster Elementary is on the north (left) side of the road.

From the south:

You may exit Interstate 69 at the Warren/Huntington Exit at St. Rd. 5.  Go north on St. Rd. 5 two miles.  At the flashing light, you will turn east (right) on St. Rd. 124.  Travel east approximately 15 miles into Bluffton.  Intersect with St. Rd. 1 at the first light.  Travel north (left) out of Bluffton, one mile past WalMart, to Co. Rd. 300 N. (Jackson St.).  Turn east (right) and continue one-fourth mile.  Lancaster Elementary is on the north (left) side of the road.

· All paperwork for the State competition must be completed and turned in at the Miss Indiana Kick-Off meeting at the end of April.  This is a mandatory meeting.  At this meeting, all Miss Indiana contestants meet with production staff and other contestants.
