Checklist:

· Ticket Information:  Parents should call to reserve tickets as soon as possible to order tickets so they may sit by other family and friends that wish to attend the Miss Indiana Scholarship Pageant.  Each princess receives two complementary tickets to each night (Wednesday, Thursday, Friday, and Saturday) of the performances.  

· One set of complementary tickets is for the Princess and the other set of tickets is for a chaperone.   Princesses are not required to attend the preliminary competitions.   

· If you would like to purchase more tickets, please order those tickets at the same time to insure that your family may sit together at the pageant.   
· The princesses will be sitting with their family during the performance.  There will be an announcement made for the princesses to leave the audience and report to a designated area before going backstage with the Princess Chaperones. 

· PLEASE reserve your ticket order by phone by calling Pat Farm at 574-527-7795.  You will need to give the name of the princess when placing orders by phone for verification purposes.  

· The ticket office will be open at the Performing Arts Center the June 22-June 26.   Tickets may be picked up at any time or before preliminaries, but we will also have time on Friday morning to hand out tickets to those that have been reserved ahead of time.

· Princess Luncheon:  The Princess Luncheon on Friday, June 26 is included in the registration fee for the princess and one chaperone.  If additional guests plan to attend, they are requested to pay for their meal on that day $9.00 per person. · Attire:

· White or khaki shorts for the Princess Rehearsal, Princess Luncheon, and Parade with sandals or tennis shoes. (No denim please.)  Princesses will be given a t-shirt to wear with their shorts during these activities.

· White party dress (length below the knee) and white shoes for the pageant.  (The same dress will be worn Friday and Saturday evening.)
Schedule of Events during Miss Indiana Week:

(OPTIONAL)  Sunday, June 20 between 12:30-1:45 PM:  

· Pet Parade on Main Street in Zionsville with Miss Indiana contestants, community members, and special groups. 
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(OPTIONAL)  Wednesday, June 23

· Miss Indiana Scholarship Pageant Preliminary at Zionsville High School Performing Arts Center on Wednesday, June 23.  The performance begins at 7:00 PM.

· Princesses are not required to attend, but they will receive two complementary tickets for the Preliminary Competition. (One is for the princess and one is for a chaperone.)

· Princesses should wear snappy casual clothes if planning to attend.  

· There will be a check-in table for princesses in the front lobby of the PAC. Princesses will receive their tiara at the Princess Luncheon.

· All Miss Indiana contestants will be available after the competition in the hallway outside of the theater for approximately 20 minutes.

OPTIONAL:  Thursday, June 24

· Dining to Donate at Applebee’s (15% will be donated to the Miss Indian Scholarship Pageant) Located on North Michigan Road in front of Target.   You will need to take a flier to the restaurant.  The flier will be linked to the Miss Indiana website, available at the preliminary nights of competition, and it will be in the program booklet. 
· Miss Indiana Scholarship Pageant Preliminary at Zionsville High School Performing Arts Center on Thursday, June 24 .  The performance begins at 7:00 PM.

· Princesses are not required to attend, but they will receive two complementary tickets for the Preliminary Competition. (One is for the Princess and one is for a chaperone)

· Princesses should wear snappy casual clothes and wear tiara to the pageant if planning to attend. 

· There will be a check-in table for Princesses in the front lobby of the PAC.  

· All Miss Indiana contestants will be available after the competition in the hallway outside of the theater for approximately 20 minutes.

Friday, June 25 (Required)

· Princess Check-in and dress check:  8:00 AM

· Princesses should come in white or khaki shorts and a t-shirt they can slip off to put on their official princess t-shirt.  The princess t-shirt will be pink.  The princesses will wear their shorts and t-shirts for the Rehearsal and the Princess Luncheon.

· Princesses will meet their contestant and have a chance to talk while check-in is taking place.

· Bring your white party dress and white shoes that you plan on wearing for the pageant so we can make sure all Princesses have the required attire.  The dress and shoes can be returned to car after check-in.

· Directions to Zionsville High School Performing Arts Center:

· From SR 334 (W. Oak Street) in Zionsville

· Turn North on Ford Road and go 0.4 mile

· Turn East (right) on Bloor Lane and go 0.2 mile

· Turn North (left) on Hal Sharpe Road and go 0.4 mile

· Turn East (right) on Mulberry Street and go 0.1 mile 

· Turn South (right) at the 2nd entrance of the Zionsville High School parking lot.

· You will see a circle drive in front of the Performing Arts Center.

· Enter through doors for the Performing Arts Center.

· Princess Group Picture:  approximately 8:30  AM

· Princesses will change into the provided t-shirt for the group picture.

· Rehearsal:  approximately 9:00 AM

· Princesses will learn and practice their production number.

· Princesses will practice walking the stage and the emcee will practice the pronunciation of names.

· Adults are encouraged to watch the Princesses from the auditorium seats during rehearsal.

· Miss Indiana Princess Luncheon at Zionsville High School on Friday, June 25 at approximately 12:30 AM.
· This event should last until approximately 1:45 PM.

· Attend Miss Indiana luncheon with the current Miss Indiana Nicole Pollard, Miss Indiana’s Outstanding Teen Lydia Daley, and the Miss Indiana 2010 contestants.  

· One adult should accompany each Princess to the luncheon.  Additional guests are requested to pay $9.00 for their meal.
· Princesses will receive their tiara at the luncheon.

· Please dress in white or khaki shorts with princess t-shirt for the luncheon.  (This will be the same outfit you wear for rehearsal in the morning.)

· The Miss Indiana Princess Luncheon will be held in the ZCHS Cafeteria.  If you are at the Performing Arts Center, we will walk through the school to the cafeteria.  

· The Miss Indiana Outstanding Teen Pageant will be held at Zionsville High School Performing Arts Center on Friday, June 25.  The performance begins at 7:00 PM, but Princesses need to check in by 5:45 PM for a group picture and a short review of the production number.  

· All princesses must attend.

· Princess should arrive in their white dress, white shoes, and tiara for the pageant.

· Miss Indiana Princesses will sit with their parents/chaperones in their ticketed seat until intermission.  Parents should bring the Princesses to the hallway by the end of intermission. 

· All princesses will perform the production number during the pageant. 

Saturday, June 26

· Miss Indiana Parade on the brick street in Zionsville.  The parade begins at 12:00.  The princesses should arrive by11:30 AM at Eagle Elementary School.  

· All princesses are required to attend.  

· Once the princess checks in with Mrs. Behrens or a princess chaperone at Eagle Elementary School, Lions Club Members will be waiting to escort the princesses to the appropriate cars. 

· Wear tiara and Princess t-shirt with white or khaki shorts, pants, or skirt. (No denim please.)

· You may want to bring:

· Umbrella in case of rain

· Towel to sit on

· Water to drink  

· The princesses will ride in a convertible with their contestant during the parade.  

· Directions to Eagle Elementary School:

· From SR 334 (W. Oak Street) in Zionsville

· Turn North on 6th Street and go to the end of the road (approximately 0.4 mile)

· Turn Left into the parking lot of Eagle Elementary School

· Parade route: East on Ash Street to Main Street.  South on Main Street to Old National Bank 

· Announcement system:  This will be located at the Mall of Zionsville on Main Street across from Eagle Creek Coffee Company.

· Pick up:  The princesses will be getting out of the cars in the parking lot of Old National Bank on Main Street about 12:45 PM.   Old National Bank is located at the corner of SR 334 and Main Street.

· Once the princesses get out of the car at Old National Bank, the Miss Indiana contestants will be going to various businesses on Main Street and in Zionsville for an autograph signing session. 

· Ice Cream offer at Carter’s Ice Cream Parlor at 93 S. Main Street Zionsville, In 46077
· Princesses will be given a discount card to get a soft-serve ice cream cone at Carter’s Ice Cream Shop.  It is an old time soda fountain shop that serves food and ice cream.

· Carter’s Toy Museum is attached.  There are three stories of antique toys spanning many years.  It is open from 11:00 am to 5:00 pm.  Admission is $4 for children, $6 for seniors, &  $7 adults.

· Autograph Session at Zionsville Merchants 1:00 PM
· Princesses may want to bring their Miss Indiana program book and go to the businesses on Main Street and in Zionsville to get the autographs of the Miss Indiana contestants.  The autograph session will last from 1:00 PM –2:00 PM.  I will provide a copy of the autograph locations for each of you once the plans are finalized.

· Miss Indiana Scholarship Pageant at Zionsville High School Performing Arts Center on Saturday, June 26.   The performance begins at 7:00 PM, but the princesses should arrive by 6:30 PM.

· All princesses must attend.

· Princess should arrive in their white dress, white shoes, and tiara for the pageant.

· Miss Indiana Princesses will sit with their parents/chaperones in their ticketed seat until they are dismissed from the auditorium by the emcee to meet in the hallway. 

· All princesses will be announced and will walk on stage.  Princesses will also perform a production number with Miss Indiana and the Miss Indiana Contestants.
